From July 6 2022, people entering Australia do not need to
provide evidence of vaccination status and unvaccinated
visa holders do not need a travel exemption to travel to
Australia.

As the policies are subject to change, it is important that
you update yourself on any new information.

You are also encouraged to refer to the New South Wales
Government page to see the current policies in place.

Please bear in mind that airlines, vessel operators and other
countries may have specific requirements that travellers
need to comply with.

Please explore our Course Handbook and Unit Guide to
pre-select your units for your upcoming exchange program.

You can select and study units from any of our faculties.
While selecting the units, you must consider the following:

e Units are available in the enrolled semesters:

o Session 1: February to June, OR
o Session 2: July - December

e Suitable to the students' level of study (UG =
Undergraduate and PG = Postgraduate):

O Undergraduate level = 1000 level (1st year)
o Undergraduate level = 2000 level (2nd year)
o Undergraduate level = 3000 level (3rd year)
o Postgraduate level = 8000 and 9000 level

You must ensure that you have met the academic
prerequisites or equivalent at your University.

Please find the list of restricted units, which are not
available to Exchange students.

Postgraduate Law School: 180 ECTS completed to be
admitted to the postgraduate exchange Law program
(Students can study 8000- level units).

Postgraduate Psychology: Admission to units in PG
Psychology is not guaranteed. Students have to be admitted
to a Master of Psychology program in either organizational,
neuropsychology or clinical psychology. Please send the
units request approval before applying to the program to:
